Choose 4 from each column.  All 12 will be due by the end of the semester, but 1 will be due every week.  These should be done in your sketchbook.  Detailed directions and separate handouts may be picked up if needed – usually these are online.  Please label each sketch by it’s number and letter.  Choose the ones that look fun to you!


Typically, sketchbook assignments are done when you have free time in class (so take it to class!) and at home.  You may do more than 12 for extra credit!

A1) 2 value scales: one pencil, one colored pencil, see handout.

A2) Draw one side of a piece of paper currency ($).

A3) Sight draw a plant you have in or around your house.
A4) 30 min. your choice drawing.

A5) Draw an object with surface texture. (hairy, shiny, rough)

A6) Draw a large jar and fill it up with something (candy, rocks, etc.)

A7) Draw your foot (no sock) and shade!

A8) Draw the word as the shape of the object, such as the word apple in the shape of an apple

A9) Draw an interesting object from 3 different angles.

A10) Draw a word in graffiti – use color
A11) Draw a comic strip of something funny that happened to you
A12) Draw a still life of three snack foods
A13) Draw several varieties of one thing (different fish, birds, shoes, etc)

B1) Design any kind of vehicle.

B2) Invent your own piece of currency (check out J.S.G. Boggs’ work online)

B3) Invent 10 new “fonts” and write your favorite Bible verse using them.

B4) Draw something ugly- not made up and no people
B5) Draw an interior of something.

B6) Draw part of an object (mystery draw)

B7) Draw a stack of shoes (from observation)

B8) Illustrate a favorite poem or song.

B9) Draw a blanket/shirt draped on the ground (wrinkles and folds)

B10) Design a school uniform (guys and girls) for HC

B11) Either Pipe Dreams, Bubble Trouble, or Attack of the Blob (see handout)

B12) Draw someone famous
B13) Draw what you see out your window, but change it somehow in an interesting way

C1) Draw a picture to represent sadness/happiness/ other emotion.

C2) Make a collage from magazine clippings representing you.

C4) Draw your hands holding something important.
